The responsibility of 
bringing up children singlehandedly fell upon 
her. During my years in boarding school, she 
would look me up every fortnight, travelling all 
the way in a bus on Sundays — the only easy 
day, perhaps, a working woman gets. When both 
her sons got commissioned, mom got the 
smartest salute from them. No doubt, a mother 
can take place of all others, but whose place no 
one else can take.

On entering teenage, I would get a pestering dose 
of lectures against drugs and juvenile vices to 
refrain from. ‘I have raised him this far, now I 
entrust you with the responsibility of grooming 
him for ethical soldiering’— she wouldn’t 
hesitate even to ‘instruct’ my first commanding 
officer, who had been my father’s subordinate in 

the same regiment.A house proud octogenarian, 
she still manages her kitchen. On my getting 
married, she packed a ‘working kitchen’ for my 
bride, with an advice that the ‘lady who manages 
the kitchen, controls the house’. Even today, she 
is our supplier of pickles, pinnis, homegrown 
mangoes and homemade wine. Before 
travelling, she never forgets to hand us an 
artistically packed meal for the journey. Love is 
invariably the secret ingredient in her 
cooking.She taught me the concept of God and 
that faith has always kept me anchored. A silent 
prayer of gratitude is better than a prayer of 
request, is what I learnt from her. Whenever the 
sea of life got rough, and for some reason I found 
God missing, I looked upon my mother to help 
me steer the right course.

Now, in the evening of her life, we don’t have 
much time left under her protective wings. I 
dread the deafening silence that will follow once 
she returns to her maker. To the world, she is our 
mother, but to her family, she is the world.

I feel blessed that she has held my hand for such a 
long time, a privilege that has been denied to 
many.

New Delhi.HDFC Bank, India’s largest private 
sector lender, has reduced its notice period for 
employees from 90 days to 30 days, according to 
an FE report. The bank hopes that this change 
will improve flexibility. This is the second 
private sector lender to make this change after 
ICICI Bank in 2020 cut the notice period from 90 
days to 30 days. “This change in policy aims to 
provide more flexibility for employees while 
ensuring smooth transitions,” the FE report 
quoted a senior HDFC Bank official as saying.

HDFC Bank employees were informed of the 
change in the HR policy by email on May 6, 
according to the report citing sources.

According to the latest changes, employees under 
probation need to serve a 30-day notice period. 
However, employees, according to the report, 
employees can even be relieved in less than 30 
days if their request is approved by their 
reporting manager.Currently, Kotak Mahindra 
Bank has a notice period of 90 days. Public sector 
lenders like State Bank of India, Punjab National 
Bank and Bank of Baroda also have the same 
duration of notice period.The total number of 
employees at HDFC Bank crossed the 2 lakh 
mark to reach 208,066 in the third quarter of 
FY24.In Q4 FY24, HDFC Bank reported a 37.05 
per cent jump in its standalone net profit to Rs 
16,511.85 crore. Its net interest income (interest 
earned less interest expended) during the quarter 
ended March 31, 2024, grew 24.51 per cent to Rs 
29,076.82 crore, from Rs 23,351.83 crore a year 
ago, according to a BSE filing. For the full year 
2023-24, Its net profit stood at Rs 60,810 crore, 
which is 37.9 per cent higher as compared with 
that in the year-ago period.

It also declared a dividend of Rs 19.50 per equity 
share, or 1,950 per cent, for the financial year 
2023-24. This was higher than the Rs 19 dividend 
announced in the previous year 2022-23 and the 
Rs 15.5 announced in 2021-22.

It is 
important to understand that the FPI selling is due to a 
change in FPI stance from ‘sell China, buy India’ earlier 
to ‘sell India, buy China’ now. This change in stance has 
been caused by the recent outperformance of China 
(Shanghai Composite up by 3.96% and Hang Seng up 
by 10.93% last one month) and underperformance of 
India ( Nifty down by 2.06% last one month). This is 
likely to be a near-term trend triggered by the cheap 
valuations of Chinese stocks and the relative high 
valuations of India.”

He added that it is important to understand that India’s 
long-term prospects are much better than China’s.

New Delhi. Tata Motors on Monday declined 7.68 per 
cent to below Rs 1,000 at Rs 966.40 apiece on the BSE 
in the early trade, as its Q4 results missed Street 
estimates and brokerage retained ‘Reduce’ position. Its 
net profit during January-March 2024 soared over 
threefold in Q4, with its share price rising on Friday. 
However, it missed Street estimates on revenue and 
Ebitda fronts.

Tata Motors’ total consolidated revenue from operations 
during January-March 2024 stood at Rs 1,19,986.31 
crore, compared with Rs 1,05,932.35 crore in the year-
ago period. Following the Q4 results, brokerage Emkay 
Global retained its ‘Reduce’ rating on the Tata Motors 
stock, with an unchanged target price of Rs 950 per 
share.

It said Tata Motors’ Q4 earnings were muted, with limited 
margin expansion across businesses, despite higher 
volumes. While deleveraging progress continued, it 
believes the best may be behind for all businesses amid 
declining orderbook, normalising mix, flattish growth 
outlook for domestic CV space; and moderating India 
PV outlook.

Another brokerage Novuma also retained its ‘Reduce’ 
view. It said, “A muted showing in India CV is likely 
due to loss of share to railways (DFC), slowdown in 
infra spend and high base.

World Back in 2015, a 38-year-old Scottish man, Keir 
Johnston, sparked a debate on social media over the 
colour of a dress that was worn by his mother-in-law at 
his wedding. The dress went insanely viral as some 
people saw it as "black and blue", others thought that it 
was "gold and white".

Eight years later, the same man behind the viral dress 
pleaded guilty to endangering his wife’s life, and 
admitted to attempting to strangle her.

Keir Johnston appeared at the High Court in Glasgow on 
Thursday, where he pleaded guilty to a “terrifying” 
attack on his wife, Grace Johnston, that left her “fearing 
for her life”, but alive, according to The Daily 
Record.Johnston, from the Isle of Colonsay, off the west 
coast of Scotland, was remanded in custody until his 
sentence next month, scheduled for June 6.

The debate over the dress’s true colours broke the internet, 
drawing thousands of comments, including from 
celebrities. Kim Kardashian also posted that she had 
argued about it with her then-husband, Kanye West.

Ellen DeGeneres invited the Johnstons onto her talk show, 
where they were given $10,000 and a trip to Grenada.

This week, the Scottish court heard that Johnston left his 
wife fearing for her life, and had a history of domestic 
abuse towards her.Chris Macintosh, prosecutor for the 
Crown, told Lady Drummond and the court how Grace 
lived in fear of her abusive husband. “There is no 
permanent police presence on the island, and she was in 
a situation where she felt trapped,” he said.

The court heard that Grace had once refused her husband’s 
demands not to attend a job interview on the mainland. 
Days later, he told her he was leaving her before the pair 
got into an altercation where Johnston grabbed his wife 
and threw her to the ground.“Johnston woke up and said 
that he was going to leave her. She went outside the 
property to stop him leaving. He followed her and 
pinned her to the ground,” Macintosh said, according to 
The Record.“He placed both knees on her arms, so she 
was unable to move. He then began strangling her with 
both his hands.

“She was initially able to scream and feared for her life and 
believed Johnston intended to kill her as he was very 
forceful,” Macintosh said that despite suffering severe 
bruising, Johnston did not require medical treatment.

Lawyers for Johnston said he had accepted responsibility 
for the assault. Lady Drummond denied Johnston bail 
and placed him in custody, telling him, “I have no need to 
tell you that this is a serious and violent offence.

World Israel’s offensive against Hamas

against Israel at the International Court of 
Justice.

Here are the latest developments in the Israel-
Hamas war:Israeli forces sent tanks into 
eastern Jabalia in the northern Gaza Strip, with 
heavy aerial and ground bombardments. They 
also pushed deep into Jabalia camp, closer than 
the first time when they invaded northern Gaza. 
The Palestinian health ministry said the death 
toll in the war had exceeded 35,000 
people.Antony Blinken said the United States 
was continuing to press Israeli leaders to 
provide a plan for Gaza once the war is finally 
over.

"Israel's on the trajectory, potentially, to inherit 
an insurgency with many armed Hamas left, or 
if it leaves, a vacuum filled by chaos, filled by 
anarchy and probably refilled by Hamas," he 
said.

Citing the growing scale of Israel's operations in 
Gaza and their impact on civilians, Egypt 
pledged support to South Africa’s ongoing 
lawsuit in the International Court of Justice 
accusing Israel of genocide in Gaza.

"The intervention in this case comes in light of 
the expansion in scope and scale of Israeli 
violations against civilians in Gaza," the 
Egyptian foreign ministry said, without 
specifying what the intervention would entail.

Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu in a 
Memorial Day speech vowed to continue 
fighting until victory in memory of those killed 
in the war. Netanyahu said that Israel has 
"completed about half" of its war against 
Hamas in Gaza, "but we are committed to 
completing this sacred task".

UK foreign secretary says halting 
arms sales to Israel would only 
strengthen Hamas
LONDON. Halting arms exports to Israel is "not a wise 

path" and would only strengthen Hamas, Britain's 
foreign secretary said Sunday. Asked whether the UK 
would follow the US in threatening to cut the supply of 
offensive weapons to Israel if it carried out an attack on 
the southern Gaza city of Rafah, Foreign Secretary 
David Cameron said the two countries cannot be 
compared because unlike the US, Britain supplies a very 

small amount of Israel's weapons.
"The UK provides less than 1% of Israel's weapons and it's 

not a state supplier," Cameron told the BBC on Sunday. 
"We have a licensing system and those licences can be 
closed if it's judged there's a serious risk of a serious 
international human rights violation."

US President Joe Biden has said that his government will 
stop supplying weapons and artillery to Israel if its forces 
launch an all-out assault on Rafah, the last major Hamas 
stronghold in Gaza.Britain's opposition Labour Party 
and human rights groups have argued that the UK should 
follow a similar position and stop the sale of British-
made weapons or components in a Rafah offensive.
