Kejriwal on poll trail

RECENT submarine-related developments in the 
Indian Ocean Region (IOR) will have a 
significant tactical and strategic relevance for 
Indian security planners over the short and 
medium term. This is an issue that will have to be 
prioritised by the government that will assume 
office at the Centre in June.In late April, the 
launch ceremony of the first Hangor-class 
submarine for the Pakistan navy was held at the 
Wuchang shipbuilding group’s Shuangliu base 
in Wuhan, China. This submarine is an export 
variant of the Chinese PLA Navy’s Type 
039A/041 Yuan class and is expected to be 
inducted into the Pakistan navy by 2028. A 
significant feature of this submarine with a 
tactical bearing is that it will be capable of air-
independent propulsion (AIP), thereby 
increasing its underwater endurance by a 
significant margin as compared to a 
conventional diesel-electric submarine. This 
will enhance Pakistan's underwater and sea-
denial capability in the IOR.The Indian Navy 
currently does not have an AIP-capable 
submarine, though the need for such a platform 
has been felt since 1999. It took more than 20 
years for the Defence Acquisition Council of the 
Ministry of Defence to give the long-delayed 
green signal in June 2021 for the acquisition of 
six conventional submarines for the Navy as part 
of Project 75(I). Most of the Navy’s 
conventional boats (as submarines are referred 
to) are over 30 years old and this level of 
obsolescence adversely impacts the operational 
efficiency of a submarine. Hence, Project 75(I) 
is of crucial relevance for the Navy’s underwater 
capability.During Modi 2.0, there has been a 
welcome emphasis on atmanirbharta (self-
reliance) in the defence sector to reduce import 
dependency, but the actual implementation has 
been less than optimal. Four major platforms 
have been identified as ‘strategic partnership’ 
projects where Indian entities can collaborate 
with foreign manufacturers; the AIP-enabled 
submarine is one of them. The other three big-
ticket items are fighter aircraft, helicopters and 
armoured vehicles.The Project 75(I) submarine 
deal is expected to be in the vicinity of $5 billion 
(aboutRs 44,000 crore) — this is not an 
insignificant amount. Over the past three years, 
two foreign manufacturers have been identified 
— one German and the other Spanish — and the 
final evaluation process has begun. German 
conglomerate TKMS (Thyssenkrupp Marine 
Systems) has entered into a partnership with a 
public sector unit, Mazagon Docks Ltd (MDL). 
This partnership has the robust support of the 
German government.The other contending 
partnership is between Indian private sector 
company L&T and state-owned Spanish 
shipbuilding yard Navantia. Indian naval teams 
carried out field evaluation trials of the TKMS 
offer in March and it is expected that the Spanish 
trials will be concluded in June. The Project 
75(I) is a major techno-commercial deal and it is 
likely that there will be intense competition 
between the final contenders, the MDL-TKMS 
partnership and the L&T-Navantia team.While 
the urgency of India acquiring AIP-capable 
boats needs little reiteration, the more recent 
experience in relation to major defence 
acquisitions is not encouraging. The Rafale 
fighter aircraft acquired from France is a case in 
point. Both the abruptness of the final decision 
and the lack of transparency about technology 
transfer did not help the atmanirbharta quest.

While there are many considerations apart from 
the techno-commercial one in arriving at a final 
decision for any major military platform, a brief 
review would indicate that the indigenisation 
trajectory of the Indian submarine programme 
has been chequered.

New Delhi, Kristalina Georgieva, the head of the 
International Monetary Fund (IMF) issued a 
warning about the impact of artificial 
intelligence (AI) on the job market.She said AI 
is going to hit the job market 'like a tsunami' and 
will dramatically reshape employment 
worldwide within the next two years.She 
further said that AI could affect a significant 
portion of jobs, with developed countries 
potentially losing 60% of their jobs and the 
global figure standing at 40%.

Georgieva said that AI has the potential to 
increase productivity and efficiency in various 
sectors. However, she cautioned that it may also 
increase issues like misinformation and income 
inequality if not managed carefully.

"It could bring a tremendous increase in 
productivity if we manage it well, but it can also 
lead to more misinformation and, of course, 
more inequality in our society,” said the IMF 

head.Georgieva's remarks coincide with 
developments in AI technology by major tech 
companies.OpenAI's recent launch of the GPT-
40 model, now freely available to all users, 
represents  a  major  development  in  
conversational AI capabilities.

Similarly, Google is set to unveil new AI features 
at the I/O 2024 conference, promising further 
advancements in Android technology.Despite 
ongoing challenges such as the COVID-19 
pandemic and geopolitical tensions like the war 
in Ukraine, the global economy has shown 
resilience and performed better than 
anticipated.

Several brokerages shared positive views on the 
company’s Q1 results, citing a host of factors.

Motilal Oswal has set a post-Q1 earnings target price of 
Rs 1720, noting a 240bp YoY expansion in EBITDA 
margins, attributed to various factors including 
decreased PET prices and efforts to reduce sugar 
content and adopt lighter packaging materials.

“We largely maintain our CY24/CY25/CY26 earnings. 
We reiterate our BUY rating on the stock with a TP of Rs 
1,720," said the brokerage firm.

Nuvama has raised its target price to Rs 1690, 
highlighting Varun Beverages as a top-tier performer in 
the space with expected sustained valuations, 
particularly with the rural market rebounding.

New Delhi  Shares of online food delivery giant Zomato 
fell sharply on Tuesday even as the company 
announced strong Q4 results a day ago.Zomato shares 
fell as much as 6% in early trade, but rebounded to 
trade 1.63% lower at Rs 190.55 at around 10:45 am.

The company reported a consolidated net profit of Rs 175 
crore, compared to a loss of Rs 188 crore in the same 
period a year ago. Its revenue from operations stood at 
Rs 3,562 crore, compared to Rs 2,056 crore in the 
corresponding period a year ago.In addition, Zomato’s 
quick commerce business Blinkit has also achieved 
operational EBITDA breakeven in March 2024.

While Zomato delivered a solid performance in the 
March quarter, its shares fell today. Market experts say 
this could be due to profit booking and ongoing market 
volatility.Another factor that may have led to the 
decline could be elevated employee stock ownership 
plan (ESOP) costs. It may be noted that the company 
has sought shareholder approval for a fresh ESOP plan 
of 18.2 crore shares worth over Rs 3,500 crore.

However, multiple brokerages continue to maintain their 
bullish outlook on Zomato stock and some have even 
raised their target price.Emkay Global said in a note 
that the company’s management is bullish on Blinkit 
and aims to maintain its adjusted EBITDA close to 
break-even levels over the next few quarters.It noted 
that Blinkit intends to increase its dark store count from 
525 in the March quarter of the fiscal year 2024 to 
1,000 by the conclusion of the fiscal year 2025.

The brokerage further added that the majority of this 
expansion is expected to occur in the top-eight cities, 
where Blinkit perceives substantial growth 
opportunities due to its current under-penetration in 
these markets.

Meanwhile, Nuvama Institutional Equities upgraded the 
Zomato stock, citing Blinkit’s strong growth and 
expansion plans. It said the company’s decision to 
ramp up dark store count signifies a notable shift in 
expectations and strategic positioning for Blinkit 
within the quick commerce sector.

New Delhi: BJP's candidate for the Hyderabad Lok 
Sabha seat, Madhavi Lata, was embroiled in 
controversy as a video surfaced showing her 
allegedly checking the identities of Muslim 
women voters at a polling station, said today that 
she received information that the presiding officer 
of the booth had caught a minor girl casting her 
vote. 

"We got the information that the presiding officer 
caught a minor girl casting her vote. They are not 
registering an FIR. They are free to register an FIR 
on me but not on others. My FIR started from 
'Ram Baan'. I am getting FIRs in the form of 
medals," Ms Latha told news agency . 

This is not the first time that an FIR has been filed 
against the 35-year-old. Last month, a video of Ms 
Latha in which she was seen pretending to draw 
and fire an arrow while near a mosque drew 
widespread criticism. Later, she denied aiming for 
the mosque but issued a public apology 
nonetheless for hurting religious sentiments. 

The BJP leader was on Monday seen in a video 
requesting burqa-clad women voters to reveal 
their faces for identification purposes. This action 
prompted authorities to file an FIR against her. 
Contesting from the Hyderabad Lok Sabha seat, 
she defended herself by saying that her actions 
were merely an attempt to ensure the integrity of 
the electoral process, alleging that 90 per cent of 
booths are compromised.

Anything": Top Court Raps 
Medical Body Chief
'New Delhi: Coming down heavily on the Indian 

Medical Association (IMA) president for his remarks 
in an interview, the Supreme Court today said that 
while it is first one to uphold the freedom of speech, 
"there are times when there should be self-restraint".

IMA president Dr RV Asokan is drawing fire from the 
Supreme Court for his remarks in an interview, during 
which he commented on the court's ruling in the 
misleading ads case against Patanjali Ayurved, 
founded by Yoga guru Ramdev and his aide 
Balkrishna. In fact, IMA is the petitioner in the case 
against Patanjali for misleading claims about its 
products.ulling up Mr Asokan today, the bench of 
Justice Hima Kohli and Justice A Amanullah said, "We 
would have expected more sense of responsibility from 
you... you can't vent your feelings against the court in 
the press like this. What made you go suddenly like 
this?"

Mr Asokan offered an unconditional apology. Justice 
Kohli replied, "Whether we should accept your 
statements after such damaging statements, you are the 
one who dragged the other side to the court, saying they 
are denigrating you, but when you are put to 
test...?"The bench added that it is not happy with his 
affidavit. Questioning why he did not issue a public 
apology, the court asked, "Everything was written in 
black and white, why did you not make amends if you 
truly wanted to apologise? What did you do to redeem 
yourself after the interview? Tell us.""We are the first 
one to uphold the freedom of free speech. But there are 
times when there should be self-restraint. As IMA 
President, you should have had self-restraint. That's the 
point! We didn't see that in your interviews," Justice 
Kohli said."Dr Asokan, you are also a citizen of this 
country. The amount of criticism judges face, why 
don't they react? Because personally we don't have 
much of an ego, we are magnanimous. We are entitled 
to take action, but very rarely we do," Justice 
Amanullah added.The bench said judges use their 
discretion with some sense of responsibility. "But that 
does not mean you go to town with this kind of 
comments. You cannot just sit on a couch and say 
anything about the court. What would you have done if 
other side made this kind of comments! You would 
have come running to this Court," it said. The court said 
it is not convinced by the affidavit.

Baltimore US crews in Baltimore set off controlled 
explosions on Monday to allow them to remove a 
portion of the collapsed Francis Scott Key Bridge from 
the bow of the massive container ship that toppled the 
span in March.

The detonations were meant to break the bridge's truss into 
small sections, enabling salvage crews to use cranes and 
barges to haul away the twisted metal wreckage, the US 
Army Corps of Engineers said. The work, originally 
planned for Sunday, was delayed because of weather 
conditions.The US Army Corps of Engineers and state 
officials did not immediately respond to requests for 
comment on how successful the detonations were.In the 
early morning of March 26, the ship, the Dali, lost power 
and crashed into a bridge support, sending the span into 
the Patapsco River, with a major portion draped over the 
Dali's bow. Six construction workers were killed.

The incident initially halted traffic at the Port of Baltimore, 
which ranks first in the US in several cargo categories, 
including autos and light trucks, farm and construction 
machinery, imported sugar and imported gypsum, 
according to the state of Maryland.

Since the crash, four temporary channels have been 
opened, allowing for some shipping to resume. The 
Corps said it aims to restore port access to full capacity 
by the end of May.Maryland estimates it will cost $1.7 
billion to $1.9 billion to rebuild the bridge and 
anticipates completion by fall 2028.

In April, the FBI opened a criminal probe into the collapse. 
Safety investigators recovered the ship's "black box" 
recorder, which provides data on its position, speed, 
heading, radar, and bridge audio and radio 
communications, as well as alarms.

Washington US airlines are suing to block the Biden 
administration from requiring greater transparency 
over fees that the carriers charge their passengers, 
saying that a new rule would confuse consumers by 
giving them too much information during the ticket-
buying process.

The US Transportation Department said Monday it will 
vigorously defend the rule against what it called 
“hidden junk fees.”American, Delta, United and three 
other carriers, along with their industry trade group, 
sued the Transportation Department in a federal appeals 
court on Friday, asking the court to overturn the 
rule.The trade group, Airlines for America, said the 
Transportation Department is going beyond its 
authority by attempting “to regulate private business 
operations in a thriving marketplace.” The airlines said 
the administration hasn’t shown that consumers can’t 
get information about fees already.

“Airlines go to great lengths to make their customers 
knowledgeable about these fees,” Airlines for America 
said Monday. “The ancillary fee rule by the Department 
of Transportation will greatly confuse consumers who 
will be inundated with information that will only serve 
to complicate the buying process.”

The Transportation Department announced the new rule 
on April 24. It would require airlines and travel agents 
to disclose upfront any charges for baggage and 
cancelling or changing a reservation. Airlines must 
show the fees on the first website page where they quote 
a price for a flight.“We will vigorously defend our rule 
protecting people from hidden junk fees and ensuring 
travellers can see the full price of a flight before they 
purchase a ticket. Many air travellers will be 
disappointed to learn that the airline lobby is suing to 
stop these common-sense protections,” the department 
said Monday.Among the nation’s six biggest airlines, 
only Southwest did not join the legal challenge, which 
was filed in the 5th U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals in 
New Orleans. Southwest said the rule will have little to 
no effect on it because the Dallas-based carrier lets 
passengers check two bags for free and has never 
charged extra fees for changing or cancelling 
reservations.“Overall, we support every airline’s right 
to price its products but believe fees should be clearly 
and consistently disclosed, so consumers can make 
informed purchasing decisions,” Southwest said.
