Spice crisis

IRANIAN President Ebrahim Raisi’s tragic death is 
untimely for Iran as it confronts Israel, and by 
proxy the US, in the wake of the October 7 
massacre by the Hamas in Israeli settlements.Iran 
is allegedly the Hamas’ financier, arms supplier 
and abettor. Other Iran-aligned armed groups in 
Iraq, Syria and Lebanon, especially Hezbollah, 
are seen as complicit. Iran launched its first-ever 
direct missile and drone attack on Israel on April 
13. The provocation was the Israeli bombing of an 
Iranian diplomatic complex in Damascus that 
killed some Iranian military commanders who 
were coordinating Iran’s clandestine activities in 
West Asia.During the Barack Obama presidency, 
the US opted for engaging with Iran to control its 
nuclear programme and strategic reach over the 
Shia crescent, running from Iran via Iraq, Syria 
and Lebanon to the Mediterranean. The 2015 
nuclear deal was struck between Iran and P5+1, 
the five permanent members of the UN Security 
Council and Germany. However, then President 
Donald Trump withdrew the US from the deal in 
2 0 1 8 ,  i m p o s i n g  s a n c t i o n s  i n s t e a d .  
Simultaneously, he worsened America’s pro-
Israel tilt, shifting the US embassy to Jerusalem 
without obtaining Israeli commitment to curb 
settlements in the occupied West Bank or a two-
state solution.President Joe Biden tried to 
recalibrate this policy, but was first distracted by 
the Covid-19 pandemic and then the Ukraine war. 
Meanwhile, the US envisioned a new West Asia 
and Gulf security paradigm, utilising the 
Abraham Accords signed during the Trump 
presidency. Pro-US Arab nations like the UAE, 
Bahrain, Morocco and Saudi Arabia were 
encouraged to normalise relations with Israel. 
The aim was to contain Iran and its deep political 
linkages in West Asia. But the danger posed by 
Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu’s 
new coalition government, with extreme right-
wing  pa r t i e s  advoca t ing  Pa le s t in i an  
marginalisation, was ignored. Netanyahu argued 
that Palestinians had ceased to matter in regional 
geopolitics.Based on this new vision, the India-
Middle East-Europe Economic Corridor (IMEC) 
was proposed. The leaders of the UAE, Saudi 
Arabia, US and India met on the sidelines of the 
G20 summit in New Delhi for its high-profile 
launch. But the Israeli PM, in whose country the 
Adani-owned Haifa port was the land route’s 
termination point, was absent. Clearly, the Saudis 
had resisted signing the Abraham Accords 
without Israeli commitment to resolve the 
Palestinian issue.

Less than a year later, the Iran-provoked Gaza crisis 
has upended the IMEC project. Even signatories 
to the Abraham Accords like the UAE and 
Bahrain are compelled to toughen their public 
posture against Israel to satisfy domestic public 
opinion and the Arab Street’s ire.Having 
sabotaged the US-Israeli plans, Iran has moved 
closer to the Russia-China combine. This 
convergence challenges America’s global 
hegemony and the existing global order. Iran has 
become a major supplier of armed drones to 
Russia, threatening to make tanks and artillery 
redundant. 

The recent visit of Russian President Vladimir 
Putin to China, his first foray abroad after 
winning a fresh six-year term, underscores the 
new geopolitical realignment.Raisi was in the 
third year of his four-year term. As a former head 
of the Iranian judiciary, a position with more 
authority than chief justices in democratic 
nations, he had a blood-tainted past. He oversaw 
the mass execution of political prisoners in the 
1980s. His election in 2021 was less free than 
usual Iranian presidential elections. Traditionally, 
the Supreme Leader and his advisers use the 
Guardian Council to prune the list of candidates. 
In the past, this was done shrewdly to provide the 
people some sense of choice and electoral 
freedom. When Mohammad Khatami was elected 
in 1997, he was an acknowledged reformist who 
beat the regime-favoured conservatives.

New Delhi,  Mid-tier IT companies have been 
stealing the spotlight from the big players, like 
Tata Consultancy Services (TCS) and Infosys, 
increasing their market share in the $254 billion 
sector.This change comes as clients are forced to 
cut down on expenses due to inflation and 
economic uncertainties, according to analysts.

While giants like TCS and Infosys go after big, 
long-term projects, these mid-tier companies 
prefer shorter deals that help clients save money. 
This strategy has worked well, especially as 
demand slows in key markets like North America 
and Europe.LTIMindtree, Coforge, Mphasis and 
Persistent Systems are "increasingly viewed as 
challengers in (winning) Fortune 500 accounts, 
aiding the share gain process," Kotak 
Institutional Equities told Reuters.Analysts at 
Kotak believe these smaller companies could do 
even better once clients start spending more 
freely again.This trend puts mid-tier IT firms in a 
good position to attract budget-conscious clients, 
especially with the expectation that US interest 
rates will stay high for a while. Last year, overall 
revenue growth in the industry dropped to 3.8%, 
according to Nasscom."In the current situation, 
clients want service providers who can deliver 
quality services at a lower cost and with 
predictable outcomes," Avinash Baliga, partner 
at consulting firm Avasant told Reuters.

New Delhi:Food regulator FSSAI has not found any 
trace of ethylene oxide in samples of spices of two 
major brands MDH and Everest that were tested in 
28 accredited laboratories, sources said.According 
to them, reports from six other laboratories are still 
pending.Last month, the Food Safety and 
Standards Authority of India (FSSAI) started 
taking samples of spices in powder form of all 
brands, including MDH and Everest, from across 
the country in view of quality concerns flagged by 
Hong Kong and Singapore.The Hong Kong's 
Center for Food Safety (CFS) had asked 
consumers not to buy certain spice mix products of 
MDH and Everest, citing the presence of ethylene 
oxide beyond the permissible limit

These products are MDH's Madras Curry Powder, 
Everest Fish Curry Masala, MDH Sambhar 
Masala Mixed Masala Powder, and MDH Curry 
Powder Mixed Masala Powder.According to 
sources, a pan India drive was initiated on April 22 
through all the commissioners of food safety of 
states and Union Territories and regional directors 
of FSSAI.

It included extensive inspections of the spice 
manufacturing units and also sampling and testing 
of products manufactured for sale and distribution 
for consumption in the domestic market.Sources 
said the samples of Everest spices were picked up 
from their two manufacturing facilities. As many 
as 25 samples from MDH have been lifted by 
FSSAI from their 11 manufacturing facilities, they 
said.Each of the products sampled was analysed 
for compliance with various quality and safety 
parameters including pesticide residues. These 
samples were also analysed for Ethylene Oxide 
(ETO) at NABL-accredited laboratories notified 
by FSSAI.The laboratory reports received so far 
were examined by the scientific panel at FSSAI 
and observed that the samples showed no traces of 
ethylene oxide, sources said.

Similarly, test reports of over 300 samples of spices 
of other brands were also examined by the 
scientific panel and those also conclusively 
indicated no presence of ethylene oxide, they 
added.he scientific panel comprises eminent 
scientists from the Spice Board, CSMCRI 
(Gujarat), Indian Spice Research Institute 
(Kerala), NIFTEM (Haryana), BARC (Mumbai), 
CMPAP (Lucknow), DRDO (Assam), ICAR,

No Bail For Boy Who Shot 
Obscene Clips Of  Classmate. 
She Died By Suicide
New Delhi: The Supreme Court has refused bail relief to 

an Uttarakhand boy, who allegedly shot obscene videos 
of his 14-year-old classmate and circulated. The girl 
went missing from her home in October last year and 
was later found dead. She is suspected to have died by 
suicide.

The girl's father said in his complaint that she died by 
suicide out of shame. The boy has been charged with 
IPC sections relating to abetment of suicide of a child 
and act intended to outrage modesty of a woman. 
Relevant sections under the stringent Protection Of 
Children from Sexual Offences (POCSO) Act have also 
been invoked.Earlier, the juvenile justice board and the 
High Court of Uttarakhand refused bail to the teenaged 
accused, after which his mother approached the 
Supreme Court. The matter came up yesterday before a 
vacation bench of Justice Bela M Trivedi and Justice 
Pankaj Mithal.

After carefully perusing the material placed on record, we 
are not inclined to interfere with the impugned order 
passed by the high court at this stage," the bench 
said.Denying bail to the teenager, the high court had 
said, "Bail may be denied if there are reasonable 
grounds for believing that his release is likely to bring 
the 'child in conflict with law' into the association of any 
known criminal, expose him to moral, physical, or 
psychological danger, or if his release would defeat the 
ends of justice.""Having considered the social 
investigation report, the medical examination report, 
the report from the school, this court is of the view that 
the best interest of the child would be served if he is not 
granted bail. If he is released on bail, it would definitely 
defeat the ends of justice," the high court order states.

The Supreme Court's denial of bail in this case comes 
amid the nationwide outrage on the relief granted to a 
17-year-old accused of speeding a Porsche in Pune, 
leading to an accident that left two 24-year-old 
engineers dead. The teenager, who police say driving in 
a drunken condition, was granted bail within 15 hours of 
his detention.

And she's led a steep 
increase in fundraising, a particularly acute need for 
Trump's election bid because his political fundraising 
operations have spent tens of millions of dollars in legal 
fees to defend him in criminal and civil cases.

PORTO ALEGRE. The floods devastating southern 
Brazil have been exacerbated by deforestation, much 
of it driven by soybean farming, according to experts, 
who urge the country to restore its forests and their vast 
water-retaining root systems.The key agricultural state 
of Rio Grande do Sul has been hit by an unprecedented 
climate disaster for the past three weeks, with cities and 
rural areas alike inundated by torrential rains that have 
left more than 150 people dead and some 100 
missing.It is the region's fourth extreme weather event 
in less than a year, a phenomenon scientists say is 
driven by climate change -- and also deforestation.

"There's a global component to climate change, and also 
a regional one, which is the loss of native vegetation. 
That increased the intensity of the floods," says 
biologist Eduardo Velez of MapBiomas, an 
organization that uses satellite images to track 
deforestation.According to the group, Rio Grande do 
Sul lost 22 percent of its native vegetation, or 3.6 
million hectares (8.9 million acres), from 1985 to 2022.

Those wildlands have largely been replaced by fields of 
rice, eucalyptus and especially soybeans, of which 
Brazil is the world's biggest producer and exporter.

- Vicious cycle -Native forests help ensure water 
permeates the soil, preventing it from accumulating on 
the surface, says Jaqueline Sordi, a biologist and 
journalist based in the region who specializes in 
climate issues.Vegetation also holds soil in place, 
helping to prevent erosion and landslides.The deep 
brown color of the water that has flooded the state 
capital, Porto Alegre, along with 90 percent of Rio 
Grande do Sul's towns, "shows just how many tons and 
tons of soil were washed away" in the rains, Velez told 
AFP.In a vicious cycle, that mud has now accumulated 
in the beds of rivers, making them shallower -- and 
therefore more likely to flood next time."Beyond 
relocating people (from high-risk areas) and rebuilding 
infrastructure, it's extremely important to have policies 
on restoring native vegetation," said Velez.

AHMEDABAD. As was expected, the 
Wrestling Federation of India (WFI) on 
Tuesday decided not to hold selection trials 
and instead allow the quota winning 
wrestlers to represent the country at the 
2024 Paris Olympics.

(50kg), Anshu Malik (57kg) and Reetika 
Hooda (76kg) booked Paris ticket by 
reaching finals of the Asian Olympic Games 
Qualifier. Nisha Dahiya (68kg) earned a 
quota in the last qualifying event by 
entering the final in her weight category at 
the World Olympic Games Qualifier. Only 
Aman Sehrawat (57) earned the quota in the 
men’s section through the last qualifier.

The WFI held a meeting of its selection 
committee in New Delhi on Tuesday. 
President Sanjay Kumar Singh chaired the 
meeting with chief coaches Virender Singh 
(women’s wrestling) and Jagmender Singh 
(men’s freestyle) along with members - 
Olympic medallist Yogeshwar Dutt, Jai 
Prakash, WFI vice-president and SP 
Deshwal, WFI treasurer - also attending the 
meeting.The chief coaches pointed out that 
wrestling is a physical contact sport and 
there are high chances of selected wrestlers 
getting injured during the selection trials. 
Besides, they also said that all the qualified 
wrestlers are best in their respective weight 
categories so they should represent the 
country. They also said that the last date to 
send entries for the Games is July 8 and if 
any qualified wrestler gets injured that a 
selection trial can be held to name the 
replacement,” a source in the know of 
developments told this daily.
