The dera factor

ELECTIONS in Jammu and Kashmir are much 
more than a democratic ritual. In the popular 
imagination, they have been powerful symbols — 
of faith and betrayal;  resistance and 
accommodation; hope and disillusionment; 
confidence and uncertainty. But rarely has the 
Kashmir valley witnessed such a boisterous 
celebration of competitive democracy as it has in 
the ongoing Lok Sabha elections. Robust rallies, 
roadshows throughout the length and breadth of 
the picturesque Valley and Kashmir’s many 
brave, emotional, colourful and sometimes 
mercurial political leaders have coalesced to 
construct what may well be a watershed moment 
in the state-turned-UT’s contemporary 
history.This is the first parliamentary election 
after the abrogation of Article 370, and the ending 
of the ‘special provision’ as well as the 
downgrading of the state to a union territory have 
been key issues in the campaign. And yet 
somewhat paradoxically, in the fairness of the 
elections (conducted in an atmosphere relatively 
also free of fear) is the finest expression of the 
idea of India in Kashmir. It is a moment to build 
on and sustain if we want to truly create a Naya 
Kashmir, and for that the Assembly elections 
must be conducted with equal alacrity.

Democracy has had shaky roots in J&K. In the 
1950s and the 1960s, stage-managed elections in 
Jammu were seen as a betrayal of the ‘trust’ of 
1947. The 1977 elections, the fairest the erstwhile 
state had witnessed since Independence, became 
a leitmotif of faith and accommodation. The 1987 
elections, neither free nor fair, paved the way for 
decades of militancy. Confidence in the 
democratic process was restored to a considerable 
extent when for the first time the electorate was 
able to dislodge the then ruling party in 2002 
during Prime Minister Vajpayee’s tenure. But 
truly gone are the days when then PM Jawaharlal 
Nehru had to, in the 1950s, reportedly advise the 
then Wazir-e-Azam of the state, Bakshi Ghulam 
Mohammad, to concede a few seats to his 
opponents, if only to make the election credible in 
the public perception.

Today, most of the voters of J&K genuinely believe 
that elections are free and fair and that they can 
make a difference. They are not under the illusion 
that elections can sort out the larger political 
issues, but they know that the quest for a 
“resolution of the Kashmir issue” cannot be 
allowed to hold them hostage to dysfunctional 
governance or an unelected government. These 
are voters who seek global standards of 
governance, world-class infrastructure and new 
opportunities of education and employment as 
well as the right to everyday dignity — without 
draconian laws — and to ensure that they are not 
alienated from their land.Look at J&K’s 
chequered ‘democratic’ past. In August 1953, 
Sheikh Abdullah — the tallest leader of the state 
— was holidaying in Gulmarg when early one 
morning, Superintendent of Police Lakshman 
Das Thakur informed the J&K Prime Minister (as 
was the nomenclature then) that he had been 
dismissed and was being interned. “Who ordered 
this?” Sheikh is said to have roared, believing that 
his friend in Teen Murti House (PM Nehru) would 
never betray him. Thakur presented an order 
signed by the Sadr-i-Riyasat, Karan Singh, barely 
out of his teens, whose father, Maharajah Hari 
Singh, had been exiled to Mumbai. Sheikh took 
time to offer namaz before accepting that the ‘chit 
of the boy’ he had appointed had just removed 
him from office ‘undemocratically’. For 22 years, 
Sheikh stayed out of power, arguably the most 
popular leader until he accepted an accord with 
Indira Gandhi in 1975.Of course, the contagion of 
not allowing democracy in J&K had infected 
Sheikh’s National Conference (NC) as well, as he 
barely allowed any opposition to survive in the 
state.

NEW DELHI. Coal ministry has set an ambitious 
target of 1,080 million tonne (MT) of coal 
production during the financial year (FY) 2024-
25. The ministry, in a statement, said this target 
builds on the strong foundation laid in the 
previous two years, where production witnessed 
a compounded annual growth rate (CAGR) of 
over 13%.The ministry achieved its target of over 
1 billion tonne for FY24, exceeding it by a week. 
Coal India Limited (CIL), the state-owned 
mining giant, is expected to contribute a 
significant portion of the target, at 838 MT, 
Singareni Collieries Company Limited (SECL) 
is projected to produce 72 MT. Captive and other 
mines are anticipated to contribute the remaining 
170 MT.

The ministry is placing a strong emphasis on 
ensuring the quality of coal supplied to 

consumers. It has set an even more ambitious 
target of achieving 80% grade conformity in 
FY25. In 2023, over 76% of samples reportedly 
met the declared grade, leading to substantial 
revenue savings for coal companies. To enforce 
these quality standards, a ranking system for coal 
mines based on grade conformation parameters 
has been developed.Additionally, flying squads 
from the Coal Controller Organization (CCO) 
conduct random inspections to collect samples 
and verify coal quality. The ministry is also 
pushing for mechanised coal handling 
infrastructure. As of last year, only 16% of the 
total dispatch by CIL was handled through 
mechanised means.

challenges."Never take growth or economic success for 
granted," Sharma said.During the session, Sharma 
highlighted the need for substantial improvements in 
the on-ground environment to attract foreign direct 
investment (FDI), highlighting that India's FDI as a 
share of the economy stands at just over 1% of GDP, 
contrasting it with China's 4%.Sharma pointed out 
India's strong wealth creation over the past five years, 
predominantly fuelled by domestic investments, with 
minimal foreign participation.

Despite boasting the highest number of billionaires 
globally, Sharma highlighted that income inequality in 
India has reached a "record high."

In addition, Sharma warned of a significant negative 
market response if the Bharatiya Janata Party secures 
fewer than 250 seats in the Lok Sabha elections.

To address the growing menace of 
pesky calls in the country, the Telecom Regulatory 
Authority of India (TRAI) held a meeting with 
various stakeholders.Representatives from the 
Reserve Bank of India (RBI), Securities Exchange 
Board of India (SEBI), Ministry of Consumer 
Affairs, Department of Telecommunications, and 
Ministry of Home Affairs discussed various ways to 
tackle the issue. The joint meet was held at TRAI 
headquarters on May 21.

“Unsolicited Commercial Communication (UCC) is a 
major source of inconvenience to the public and 
impinges on the privacy of individuals. UCC is also 
adopted for misuse by fraudsters. Various possible 
collaborative approaches and measures to deal with 
UCC and frauds through telecom resources were 
discussed in the meeting,” said TRAI, in a statement 
on Wednesday.

The discussions included the role of principal entities, 
particularly those in the banking, finance, services 
and insurance sector, in preventing UCC calls and 
messages. They explored how principal entities can 
acquire digital consents through a simple and 
transparent process using a digital consent 
acquisition system established by telecom service 
providers, with proper verification via customer 
OTPs. Other topics included whitelisting URLs, 
links, or call-back numbers in content templates, 
controlling fraud using telecom resources, and 
further strengthening KYC processes.

New Delhi: The Indian Air Force (IAF) has, for the first 
time, successfully landed an aircraft using night vision 
goggles (NVG) on an advanced landing ground in the 
Eastern sector. The IAF's official X account shared the 
news, stating an "IAF C-130J aircraft carried out a 
successful Night Vision Goggles aided landing at an 
Advanced Landing Ground in the Eastern sector."

The Eastern sector covers the northeastern states of India 
such as parts of Odisha, Jharkhand, Sikkim, West 
Bengal and Bihar. It also oversees the protection of a 
6300 km long international border with China, Nepal, 
Bhutan, Myanmar and Bangladesh.Using NVG 
technology, the IAF can now conduct safer and more 
effective operations in low-light conditions. This also 
enhances the IAF's ability to effectively embark on and 
conclude night-time missions.

The IAF uploaded two clips on X. One video showed the 
aircraft's smooth landing through NVG, while the other 
clip provided a view from inside the aircraft window. 
Both clips were in green, which is typical of NVG 
visuals.

This operation is part of the IAF's strategy to continuously 
improve its skills and “safeguard nation's sovereignty 
by enhancing operational reach and defence 
preparedness,” they wrote on X. “Har Kaam Desh Ke 
Naam,” they added.Earlier this year, the IAF 
successfully conducted a night landing by the same 
aircraft (C130-J) at the Kargil airstrip. This was the first 
time such an operation was carried out at the airstrip, 
located near the Line of Control (LoC) in the Ladakh 
region. 

The Indian Air Force has a history of operating the An-32 
multipurpose transport aircraft from the Kargil airstrip, 
primarily for civilian transportation between Kargil, 
Srinagar, and Jammu, especially during severe winters. 
However, until recently, night landing capabilities were 
not available at the Kargil airstrip.

New Delhi: The Ministry of External Affairs has received 

a letter from the Karnataka government for the 
cancellation of the diplomatic passport of suspended 
Janata Dal Secular MP Prajwal Revanna, official 
sources said on Thursday.

The Karnataka government's request to the Centre came 
after Prajwal Revanna, who is facing charges of 
multiple instances of sexually abusing women, fled the 
country using his diplomatic passport last month. 

"The MEA has received a letter from the Karnataka 
government for cancellation of diplomatic passport in 
respect of MP Prajwal Revanna. This is being 
processed," official sources said.Prajwal Revanna, who 
is former Prime Minister HD Deve Gowda's grandson, 
is at the centre of a political storm after hundreds of 
explicit videos allegedly featuring him leaked late last 
month. The 33-year-old MP faces multiple cases of 
rape, sexual harassment, voyeurism and criminal 
intimidation.Revanna, who is the NDA nominee for the 
Hassan Lok Sabha seat, reportedly fled to Germany on 
April 27, hours before the first case was filed against 
him.Karnataka police's Special Investigation Team 
(SIT) is now probing the high-profile case and a lookout 
notice and a Blue Corner notice have been issued to 
track Revanna down.In the wake of the allegations, 
Prajwal Revanna had said in a social media post on May 
1, "As I am not in Bangalore to attend the enquiry, I have 
communicated to C.I.D Bangalore through my 
Advocate. The truth will prevail soon."His father and 
Mr Deve Gowda's son HD Revanna, a JDS MLA, is also 
accused in cases of molestation and kidnapping. He was 
arrested earlier this month and is now out on bail.

80 per cent 
of the Palestinians in Judea and Samaria support the 
terrible massacre of October 7. This evil cannot be given 
a state. This would be a terrorist state. It will try to repeat 
the massacre of October 7 again and again. We will not 
consent to this. Rewarding terrorism will not bring peace 
and neither will it stop us from defeating Hamas," he 
tweeted on Wednesday night.Israel's far-right finance 
minister Bezalel Smotrich urged Netanyahu to impose 
"harsh punitive measures" against the Palestinian 
authority over its "unilateral actions" against the Jewish 
state, including cutting off Ramallah financially, The 
Times of Israel reported."At the last cabinet meeting,

Louisiana moves to criminalise 
possession of  abortion drugs 

without prescription

on Tuesday advanced a bill that would make it a 
crime to possess two abortion-inducing drugs 
without a prescription, a move that doctors fear 
could prevent them from adequately treating 
their patients in a timely manner.Under the bill, 
which aims to reclassify mifepristone and 
misoprostol, pregnant patients would still be able 
to possess the drugs with a valid prescription. But 
in a state with one of the country’s highest 
maternal mortality rates, doctors fear the 
legislation would have chilling effects.More 
than 200 doctors signed a letter to lawmakers 
saying the measure could produce a “barrier to 
physicians’ ease of prescribing appropriate 
treatment” and cause unnecessary fear and 
confusion among both patients and doctors. The 
bill heads to the Senate next.“These medications 
touch on maternal health, which, as we've all 
discussed for several years now, is really bad in 
Louisiana,” state Rep. Mandie Landry, a 
Democrat, said as she argued against 
reclassification of the drugs. “In their (doctors') 
view, this (measure) will have very bad effects.”

The US Food and Drug Administration approved 
mifepristone in 2000 to end pregnancy, when 
used in combination with misoprostol. The pills 
also have other common uses, including to treat 
miscarriages, induce labor and stop obstetric 
hemorrhaging.

The US Supreme Court heard arguments in March 
on behalf of doctors who oppose abortion and 
want to restrict access to mifepristone. The 
justices did not appear ready to limit access to the 
drug, however.Under the measure, doctors 
would need a specific license to prescribe 
mifepristone and misoprostol, and the drugs 
would have to be stored in certain facilities that in 
some cases could end up being located far from 
rural clinics. Opponents say such restrictions 
could cause delays in doctors prescribing and 
patients obtaining the drugs.The bill, with the 
amendment, passed in Louisiana’s GOP-
controlled House, 66-30.Louisiana has a near-
total abortion ban in place, which applies both to 
medical and surgical abortions. The only 
exceptions to the ban are if there is substantial 
risk of death or impairment to the mother if she 
continues the pregnancy or in the case of 
“medically futile” pregnancies, when the fetus 
has a fatal abnormality.

Currently, 14 states are enforcing bans on abortion 
at all stages of pregnancy, with limited 
exceptions.

Although it is already a crime in Louisiana to be 
given medication to induce an abortion, a recent 
survey found that thousands of women in states 
with abortion bans or restrictions are receiving 
abortion pills in the mail from states that have 
laws protecting prescribers.
