THE New York Times can’t seem to have enough of 
Usha Chilukuri Vance. Her non-designer dresses, 
her square heels, her black hair with its “visible 
streaks of gray” — indeed, all her appearances 
this past week at the US Republican National 
Convention, where her husband JD Vance 
accepted the nomination as Donald Trump’s 
running mate — have persuaded the grand old 
newspaper that the potential second most 
powerful wife in the world, unlike the Trump 
women, doesn’t spend all her time “catering to the 
male gaze”.Usha’s professional credentials seem 
far more interesting – she works with a ‘cool, 
woke’ San Francisco law firm. She met JD Vance 
at Yale and went on to get a Gates fellowship at 
Cambridge. Till 2014, she was a registered 
Democrat. She was already married to him for 
seven years when he delivered a speech titled 
‘The Universities are the Enemy’ in 2021.

There’s so much shifting in America these days that 
the old certainties about ‘red’ and ‘blue’, the 
colours of the Republican and Democrat parties, 
respectively, may no longer ring as true. Trump, 
himself, wants to speak for all of America, not just 
the Republican ‘half’ of the country.

New York The New York Police Department says it has 
taken a man into custody in connection with the deaths 
of a grandmother, a mother and her two children in the 
family’s Brooklyn apartment.

The NYPD did not specify the injuries of the other three 
victims found dead in the home: Maftuna Khakimova, 
27, and her two children; Kamila Shavkatova, 5, and 
Timur Shavkatov, 4. Police identified the same 
Bensonhurst neighbourhood home address for all four of 
the victims.NYPD officials declined to detail who 
reported the attack or what relation they had to the family.

The name of the man in custody, aged 24, was not 
immediately released. Police said he was being 
investigated and processed, but he had not been arrested 
as of Saturday morning.

Bangladesh court to rule on job 
quotas that sparked unrest

DHAKA. Bangladesh's top court was due to rule 
Sunday on the future of civil service hiring rules 
that sparked nationwide clashes between police 
and university students, killing 151 people.

What began as a protest against politicised 
admission quotas for sought-after government 
jobs snowballed this week into some of the worst 
unrest of Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina's tenure.

Soldiers were patrolling cities across Bangladesh 
after riot police failed to restore order, while a 
nationwide internet blackout since Thursday has 
drastically restricted the flow of information to 
the outside world.The Supreme Court was in 
session on Sunday ahead of an expected verdict 
on whether to abolish the contentious job quotas.

Hasina, whose opponents accuse her government of 
bending the judiciary to her will, hinted to the 
public this week that the scheme would be 
scrapped.But after the mounting crackdown and a 
rising death toll, a favourable verdict is unlikely to 
mollify white-hot public anger.

"It's not about the rights of the students anymore," 
business owner Hasibul Sheikh, 24, told AFP at 
the scene of a Saturday street protest, held in the 
capital Dhaka in defiance of a nationwide curfew.

"Our demand is one point now, and that's the 
resignation of the government."The catalyst for 
this month's unrest is a system that reserves more 
than half of civil service posts for specific groups, 
including children of veterans from the country's 
1971 liberation war against Pakistan.

Critics say the scheme benefits families loyal to 
Hasina, 76, who has ruled the country since 2009 
and won her fourth consecutive election in 
January after a vote without genuine opposition.

Hasina's government is accused by rights groups of 
misusing state institutions to entrench its hold on 
power and stamp out dissent, including by the 
extrajudicial killing of opposition activists.

This Moon will appear 
average in size compared to the micromoons and 
Supermoons seen throughout the year.

"The first moon landing was in the afternoon on (July 20, 
1969), and then they did the moonwalk that night," 
Noah Petro, chief of Nasa’s Planetary Geology, 
Geophysics and Geochemistry Laboratory said. 
"There's no better way to celebrate that than by going 
outside and looking at the full moon and toasting Neil 
(Armstrong), Buzz (Aldrin), and Michael Collins, and 
all the people who helped make Apollo 11 a reality 55 
years ago."Clear skies will allow the Moon to become 
visible in the southeast sky during the early evening, 
according to astronomers. Additionally, Nasa suggests 
looking out for Mars, Jupiter, Saturn, and Uranus, 
although binoculars or a telescope might be necessary to 
see all the planets clearly.Although the Buck Moon will 
reach its fullest phase on Sunday morning, it will appear 
nearly full until Tuesday morning.In August, the Moon 
will appear brighter and larger due to its status as a 
Supermoon. Supermoons occur a few times a year when 
the Moon reaches perigee, its closest point to Earth, 
which will be less than 230,000 miles away. This 
increased proximity causes higher-than-normal tides, 
often called King Tides, which can result in coastal 
flooding.The peak of the Buck Moon coincides with the 
55th anniversary of the Apollo 11 mission, when 
astronauts Neil Armstrong and Buzz Aldrin became the 
first humans to walk on the Moon on July 20.

Olympics: Tech outage was good test 
for Paris Games systems, says IOC New Delhi.  Noah Lyles, the face of American 

track and field, has boldly declared his 
intention to win “all of the medals” at the Paris 
2024 Olympics. At the 2023 World Athletics 
Championships in Budapest, Lyles made 
history by becoming the first man since Usain 
Bolt to win gold in the 100m, 200m, and 
4x100m relay. Now, he aims to etch his name 
in Olympic history, building on his bronze 
medal in the 200m in Tokyo 2020. Lyles 
boasts an impressive array of accolades: an 
Olympic bronze, six world titles, and four 
Diamond League Final trophies. His 
crowning achievement came at the 2023 
World Championships in Budapest, where he 
completed a remarkable sprint treble, 
retaining his 200m crown from 2019 and 
2022. This rare feat cemented his status as the 
first man since Bolt in 2015 to win gold in the 
100m, 200m, and 4x100m relay.

A longtime admirer of Bolt, Lyles has openly 
expressed his desire to break the Jamaican 
icon's longstanding records in the 100m and 
200m events. "I've always known that I'm the 
fastest man in the world,” Lyles confidently 
stated after his triumph in Hungary. “Well, in 
my head, I think I'm going to break it. I'm 
planning to break it.” Lyles' rise to prominence 
coincided with Bolt's retirement from the 
sport. He won his first Diamond League meet 
in 2017, secured his first outdoor World 
Championship gold in 2019, and claimed his 
first Olympic medal, a bronze in the men’s 
200m, at the Tokyo 2020 Games. In 2022, 
Lyles further established himself as a sprinting 
great by clocking 19.31 seconds in the 200m at 
the World Athletics Championships in 
Eugene, Oregon, placing him third on the all-
time leaderboard for the event.In the final 
Diamond League meeting before the Paris 
Olympics, 

Lyles ran a personal best of 9.81 seconds in the 
100 meters, solidifying his status as a top 
contender. This performance, in front of a 
sellout crowd of 60,000, marked the fastest 
time of his career, clipping two-hundredths off 
his previous best. Lyles emerged victorious 
despite a sluggish start, showcasing his 
supreme transition in the latter half of the 
race."That was fun," Lyles remarked after the 
race. "I could have had a better start, but the 
transitions were great and coming away with a 
PB, this has been what I prayed for and what I 
wanted." His 9.81-second finish is the third-
fastest time globally this year, trailing only 
Jamaica's Kishane Thompson and Kenya's 
Ferdinand Omanyala.

New Delhi. Reigning Asian Games champion 
Annu Rani and Indian sprinter Rajesh 
Ramesh clinched victories in their respective 
events at the Warszawskie Zawody 
Lekkoatletyczne 2024 athletics meet on 
Saturday. The event saw a strong 
performance by Indian athletes as they 
prepared for the Paris 2024 Olympics. In the 
women’s javelin throw, Annu Rani emerged 
victorious with a throw of 58.70m in her fifth 
attempt, significantly surpassing Poland's 
Amelia Bielak’s best throw of 35.35m. The 
31-year-old Annu, who is an eight-time 
national champion and holds the Indian 
national record of 63.82m, demonstrated her 
consistency and prowess once again. Her 
season's best of 60.68m, achieved in 
Germany two months ago, remains one of 
her top performances this year, though still 
shy of Colombian athlete Flor Ruiz’s world-
leading mark of 66.70m.In the track events, 
Jyothi Yarraji excelled in the women’s 100m 
hurdles qualifiers, clocking 13.29s to secure 
the top spot. However, she opted out of the 
final race. Yarraji, the reigning Asian 
champion, equaled her national record of 
12.78s in May this year. She also participated 
in the women’s 200m event, finishing second 
with a time of 23.53, behind compatriot 
Kiran Pahal, who clocked 23.33.

New Delhi.   Reacting to the reports of India 
potentially not traveling to Pakistan for the 
2025 Champions Trophy, star Pakistani 
pacer Hasan Ali asserted that if the ICC 
tournament is slated to be held in Pakistan, it 
should proceed as planned, even without 
India's participation. Pakistan are set to host 
the 2025 edition of the ICC Champions 
Trophy, an eight-team tournament scheduled 
to commence on February 19 in Karachi. 
Gaddafi Stadium in Lahore is slated to host 
the final on March 9. Three venues in 
Pakistan have been shortlisted to host the 
tournament matches, which last took place in 
2017.

Reports suggest that the Indian cricket team 
may not travel to Pakistan for the upcoming 
tournament due to ongoing political tensions. 
The Board of Control for Cricket in India 
(BCCI) is considering requesting the 
International Cricket Council (ICC) to 
relocate their matches to Sri Lanka or Dubai. 
Sri Lanka and the United Arab Emirates are 
considered the leading candidates as backup 
venues for the ICC Champions Trophy 2025.

India have not played a bilateral series in 
Pakistan since the 2008 Asia Cup due to 
strained political relations. The last series 
between the two teams was hosted in India 
from December 2012 to January 2013. Since 
then, their encounters have been limited to 
ICC tournaments and Asia Cups. Pakistan 
won the ICC Champions Trophy in 2017, 
while India claimed the title in 2013, in 
addition to their 2002 win when they shared 
the trophy with Sri Lanka.Hasan Ali 
expressed his views on Samaa TV, stating, "If 
we're going to India to play, then they should 
come to Pakistan too. Many people have said 
countless times that sports should stay away 
from politics. But if you look at it from 
another angle, many Indian players have said 
in interviews that they want to play in 
Pakistan. So, it doesn't mean that the team 
doesn't want to come; they definitely do. But 
obviously, they have their own policies, 
country, and board to consider."

Hasan further emphasized, "As our (PCB) 
chairman has already said, if the Champions 
Trophy is going to be held in Pakistan, then it 
will be in Pakistan. If India doesn't want to 
come, we'll play without them. Cricket 
should be played in Pakistan, and if India 
doesn't want to participate, it doesn't mean 
cricket has ended. There are many other 
teams besides India."
