New Delhi Shares of ITC inched higher on Tuesday 
after the company announced that the demerger 
of its hotels business, ITC Hotels Ltd, will take 
effect from January 1, 2025.

The announcement came after the National 
Company Law Tribunal (NCLT), Kolkata Bench, 
approved the scheme of arrangement between 
ITC and ITC Hotels. The tribunal's order was 
received by ITC on December 16, the company 
informed the BSE and NSE.Following the 
announcement, ITC's stock rose 0.63% to Rs 473 
during trading on Tuesday. So far in 2024, the 
stock has gained 12%, outperforming the BSE 
FMCG index, which has seen a smaller rise of 
1.1% in the same period.

DETAILS OF THE DEMERGER
In its update to the exchanges, ITC stated that both 

ITC Limited and ITC Hotels Limited have 
confirmed that all conditions required under 
Clause 28 of the scheme have been fulfilled. 
These conditions include filing the NCLT order 
with the Registrar of Companies, West Bengal. 
As a result, the Appointed Date and Effective 
Date for the demerger have been set as January 1, 
2025.

To recall, ITC’s board approved the demerger of its 
hotels business on August 14, 2023. As part of the 
demerger:

ITC will retain a 40% stake in the new entity.
The remaining 60% shareholding will be held 

directly by ITC's shareholders, in proportion to 
their existing holdings.

Shareholders of ITC will receive 1 equity share of 
ITC Hotels for every 10 equity shares of ITC held 
by them.The NCLT had previously approved the 
demerger scheme on October 4, 2024.According 
to JM Financial, the value of the demerged hotel 
business is estimated to be Rs 25 per share out of 
ITC's current target price of Rs 530 per share.

Global brokerage Jefferies noted in a recent report 
that the listing of ITC Hotels through this 
demerger comes at a time when India’s 
hospitality sector is seeing increasing activity. In 
the past 3-4 months, three other hotel 
companies—Schloss Bangalore (Leela), Ventive 
Hospitality, and Brigade Hotels—have filed their 
IPO papers, targeting to raise around Rs 8,000 
crore, including fresh fund raises of Rs 6,000 
crore.

Jefferies added that more real estate developers, 
including DB Realty Ltd (now Valor Estate Ltd) 
and Prestige Estates, could explore listing their 
hotels business soon. Other listed asset 
developers like Chalet, Juniper, and Samhi 
already have partnerships with major global hotel 
operators such as Marriott, Hilton, and IHG for 
managing their hotel properties.

Despite the promise of in-flight Wi-Fi, Binsky said it 
didn’t work. “I’ll be sure never to fly Air India again, 
and I recommend you all to stay away,” said the 
American vlogger, who has traveled to 197 countries 
and boasts nearly 4.9 million YouTube subscribers.

Binsky’s account is the latest in a string of complaints 
about Air India’s service standards. In September, 
Anip Patel, CEO of CaPatel Investments, described 
his experience on Air India’s business class as a 
“nightmare.” Patel, who paid $6,300 for a first-class 
ticket on a non-stop flight from New Delhi to 
Chicago, called it the “worst first-class cabin” he had 
ever flown in.Months earlier, another passenger, 
Vineeth K., shared photos of worn-out seats with dirty 
covers while flying business class from Delhi to 
Newark.While Air India is yet to issue any statement 
on Binsky’s allegations, the airline’s representatives 
in the past have said that they want to make Air India a 
world class airline with an Indian heart.Air India on 
Monday said that will deploy their best aircraft to key 
gateways in Southeast Asia and Europe, 
complementing the deployment of its flagship A350 
and B777 with upgraded cabin interiors on multiple 
US and UK routes earlier.

NEW DELHI. In a first of its kind legal dispute 
over taxation of bitcoins, the Jodhpur Income Tax 
Appellate Tribunal (ITAT) has ruled that gains for 
sale of bitcoins even before the introduction of 
virtual digital asset (VDA) regime in 20202 
should be treated as capital gains for the purpose 
of taxation.The ITAT order says that even though 
Bitcoin is intangible, it qualifies as a capital asset 
since it grants ownership rights and can be 
bought, sold, or transferred.The Tribunal further 
clarified that the amendments made by the 
Finance Act, 2022, did not alter the fundamental 
nature of VDAs as assets. Thus, even before the 
formal introduction of the VDA regime, Bitcoin 
could be classified as a capital asset.In its ruling, 
the ITAT invoked the principle of interpreting tax 
laws in a manner favorable to taxpayers.

“This ruling has significant implications for the 
treatment of cryptocurrency transactions under 
Indian tax law. It not only recognizes Bitcoin as a 
capital asset but also provides clarity on how such 
transactions should be treated for the period 
before the introduction of the formal VDA 
regime in 2022,” said Sandeep Jhunjhunwala, 
M&A Tax Partner at Nangia Andersen.

Judge rejects Trump's bid to dismiss hush 
money conviction because of Supreme 

Court immunity ruling
NEW YORK.A judge Monday refused to throw out 

President-elect Donald Trump’s hush money 
conviction because of the U.S. Supreme Court's recent 
ruling on presidential immunity. But the overall future 
of the historic case remains unclear.Manhattan Judge 
Juan M. Merchan's decision blocks one potential off-
ramp from the case ahead of the former and future 
president's return to office next month. His lawyers 
have raised other arguments for dismissal, however. 
It's unclear when — or whether — a sentencing date 
might be set.Prosecutors have said there should be 
some accommodation for his upcoming presidency, 
but they insist the conviction should stand.

A jury convicted Trump in May of 34 counts of 
falsifying business records related to a $130,000 hush 
money payment to porn actor Stormy Daniels in 2016. 
Trump denies wrongdoing.The allegations involved a 

scheme to hide the payout to Daniels during the final 
days of Trump’s 2016 presidential campaign to keep 
her from publicizing — and keep voters from hearing 
— her claim of a sexual encounter with the married 
then-businessman years earlier. He says nothing 
sexual happened between them.A month after the 
verdict, the Supreme Court ruled that ex-presidents 
can’t be prosecuted for official acts — things they did 
in the course of running the country — and that 
prosecutors can’t cite those actions to bolster a case 
centered on purely personal, unofficial conduct.

Trump’s lawyers then cited the Supeme Court opinion to 
argue that the hush money jury got some improper 
evidence, such as Trump’s presidential financial 
disclosure form, testimony from some White House 
aides and social media posts made while he was in 
office.In Monday’s ruling, Merchan denied the bulk of 
Trump’s claims that some of prosecutors’ evidence 
related to official acts and implicated immunity 
protections.The judge said that even if he found that 
some evidence related to official conduct, he’d still 
conclude that prosecutors’ decision to use “these acts 
as evidence of the decidedly personal acts of falsifying 
business records poses no danger of intrusion on the 
authority and function of the Executive Branch.”

Even if prosecutors had erroneously introduced 
evidence that could be challenged under an immunity 
claim, Merchan continued, “such error was harmless 
in light of the overwhelming evidence of guilt.”

11 Indians found dead at 
restaurant in Georgia's 
mountain resort of  Gudauri: 
Indian mission
TBILISI. Twelve Indian nationals were found dead at a 

restaurant in Georgia's mountain resort of Gudauri, 
according to the Indian mission here.Georgia's 
Ministry of Internal Affairs said in a statement that no 
signs of injuries or signs of violence were detected in 
an initial inspection.All victims died from carbon 
monoxide poisoning, local media reported, citing 
police.Earlier, the mission had said that all 12 victims 
were Indian nationals.It is learnt that the victims were 
employees of an Indian restaurant 'Haveli', in 
Gudauri.Georgia's internal affairs ministry statement 
said 11 victims were foreigners while one victim was 
a citizen.It added that the bodies of all victims, 
employees in the same Indian restaurant, were found 
in bedrooms on the second floor of the facility.

"Mission has just learned about the death of 12 Indian 
nationals in Gudauri, Georgia. Deepest condolences 
to the bereaved families. Mission is in touch with the 
local authorities to get details of the Indian nationals 
who lost their lives. All possible assistance will be 
given," the Indian mission here said in a statement.

The police started an investigation under Article 116 of 
the Criminal Code of Georgia, which implies 
negligent manslaughter.According to the preliminary 
investigation, a power generator was placed in an 
indoor area, a closed space near the bedrooms, which 
was turned on, probably after the power supply was 
turned off on Friday night.A forensic medical 
examination has also been appointed to determine the 
"exact cause of death".Investigative actions are 
"actively" being carried out, with forensic-
criminalistics working on the spot, and interviews of 
persons related to the case are being conducted.

Israel And Hamas Inching 
Toward A Ceasefire Deal: 
Negotiators; Check Possible 
Conditions
NEW YORK. After months of deadlock, Israel and 

Hamas appear to be moving closer toward a ceasefire 
to end their 14-month war. Top officials from the 
U.S., Qatar and Egypt have resumed their mediation 
efforts in recent weeks and reported greater 
willingness by the warring sides to wrap up a deal. In a 
key concession, Hamas officials say they are prepared 
to show more “flexibility" on the timing of an Israeli 
troop withdrawal from Gaza, and Israel's defense 
minister, Israel Kaz, said Monday that a deal is closer 
than ever.Officials on all sides have cautioned that 
key details must still be worked out. But there is a 
general sense of optimism that has been lacking for 
many months. The changing sentiment appears to be 
the result of several factors. Israel has inflicted heavy 
damage on Hamas over the course of the war. The 
group is more isolated after Hezbollah's ceasefire 
with Israel, and Iran, a key backer of both militant 
groups, has suffered a number of setbacks, 
highlighted by the downfall of its close ally, Syria's 
Bashar Assad.In the U.S., both the outgoing Biden 
administration and the incoming administration of 
President-elect Donald Trump have signaled they 
want a deal completed before the Jan. 20 
inauguration. According to Egyptian and Hamas 
officials, the agreement would take place in phases 
and include a halt in fighting, an exchange of captive 
Israeli hostages for Palestinian prisoners, and a surge 
in aid to the besieged Gaza Strip. Israel says Hamas is 
holding 100 hostages — over one-third of whom are 
believed to be dead.Here is a closer look at the 
emerging deal, according to the officials, who spoke 
on condition of anonymity because they were 
discussing closed negotiations.

Preliminary ceasefire
The first phase would last from six to eight weeks.
